DEVLIN’S RURAL TRANSIT PRINCIPLES
1.  Do not expect residents to abandon use of their cars unless they can reach commercial services as effectively as they can in their gas powered vehicles.

2. Accept the “pod feature” of cars and the importance that people place into having their own stuff transportable to commercial services.

3. Rural areas with commercial services spread out and not in close proximity to residential areas are not good candidates for alternative transit.  Concentrate alternative transit efforts on areas that have concentrated commercial services and large residential communities.
4. Do not expect people to abandon their gas powered cars for long trips.  Encourage use of hybrids for this purpose.
5. Encourage the use of smaller and slower vehicles for short trips.  This has the following advantages:

a. Less energy required to construct the vehicles

b. Less energy to run the vehicle

c. Less cost to construct roadways to facilitate these vehicles

d. Smaller and slower vehicles help preserve rural and scenic attributes.

e. These vehicles emit less pollution.

f. These vehicles require less dependence on foreign oil.

g. These vehicles are more compatible with pedestrian and bicycle travel.
